Copy the install file iQuila-client-install.sh to your server or download it using the following
command

Hwget http://download.iquila.com/download/ubuntuclient/current/iquilaclient-ubuntu.sh

Set the Permissions of the Client install file
Hchmod +x iquilaclient-ubuntu.sh

Install the Client
Hsh iquilaclient-ubuntu.sh

Configuring the iQuila CentOS Client
Hvpncmd localhost /client
HAccountCreate iQuila-Cloud

You will now be asked to enter the VEN Server Host Name and Port Number this will be
located on the email you received when added the device on the Portal.

EITRHven-master.lon.uk.iquila.com:443

Enter your Destination switch Name, this is the name of your switch, it can be found on the
Portal or in the email that was sent when you added the device.

Example

Enter the Connection username, this is the device name you entered when creating the
device and is also listed in the email that was sent when you added the device.

Example @\ERTIVIe

Enter the name of the Network Adaptor

Set the Password for the Account
HAccountPasswordSet iQuila-Cloud

You will be asked to Specify the Password Type: enter Standard

Connect the Account to iQuila Cloud
ttAccountConnect iQuila-Cloud
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12. Set the account to auto start when Linux boots
HAccountStartupSet iQuila-Cloud

13. Check if the account is connected
HtAccountStatusGet iQuila-Cloud
